DAY 1 

 SPRUCE FOREST ARTISAN VILLAGE:  Grantsville, Maryland .  The 

heavens have bestowed amazing talent onto the gifted artists who showcase 

their beautiful works in this village. You can interact with huge variety of 

artisans, learn how they make their creations and even buy their works.  The Village’s larger mission is to preserve 

the heritage of the region. Through a storytelling program in the Miller House Peace Center, our visitors 

experience the words and wisdom of the settlers who came here almost 200 years ago. Grab a light lunch on your 

own in one of two great restaurants in the village.  
 

 COOPERS ROCKS:  An iconic West Virginia overlook with tons of photo ops.  The Trading 

Post gift shop is not to be missed.  You are now in “Almost Heaven, West Virginia”  

 

 SUNSET BEACH:  

View a heavenly sunset while cruising on beautiful Cheat Lake in Morgantown, West 

Virginia (fall tours are especially colorful with the vibrant foliage reflecting on the 

water!).  Dinner is served on dry land at the Lake House Restaurant with continued views 

of a heavenly West Virginia sunset.   Meal choices: meat/veggie lasagna or pork roulades.    

 

 PENNSYLVANIA: Cross the Mason-Dixon Line onto Pennsylvania and spend the night at Hampton Inn, Uniontown. 

 

 

DAY 2  Breakfast buffet at Hampton Inn 

 FREEDOM’S DOOR:  A PLACE TO REST ON THE UNDERGROUND RAILORAD:   
A quick stop at a commemorative historical place placard about the Underground Railroad in Uniontown, 
Pennsylvania plus optional viewing of artifacts from that era.  Escaped slaves thought this place was just like 
heaven after they traveled through terrain and terror on the Underground Railroad path to Uniontown after 
crossing the Mason-Dixon line reaching freedom in the North.  [Your tour price includes a donation to 
support further historical preservation of this very important site and the community that supports it] 

 

 A TRIP UP THE CHESTNUT RIDGE MOUNTAIN RANGE:   

OHIOPYLE and FALLS – a beautiful, heavenly waterfall and town rated the “Best Small Town in the Northeast"

 FALLINGWATER & LUNCH:   

Tour of the iconic Frank Lloyd Wright masterpiece home`. Fallingwater was one of eight Frank Lloyd Wright-

designed sites inscribed to the UNESCO World Heritage List on July 10, 2019.
